The run starts on the pathway
alongside the canal then turns onto the Kettle
Valley Railway trail (on the west side of
Penticton) after about 1km. The KVR trail is
not paved. The route then follows the KVR trail
for several kilometres to cross over the Trout
Creek trestle. You then turn around and run
back to the start. The views are spectacular in
both directions and particularly as you cross
the trestle. Shortly after you turn onto the KVR
trail you will have a 2% grade all the way to
the trestle with a couple of flat bits to give you
hope!
